Mayor Wilson, Vice Mayor Bennet Parker and City Council members,

My name is Jim Durham, Chair of the Alexandria Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory
Committee (BPAC). I live on Fort Williams Pkwy in Alexandria.

2019 was our first year as a 501(c)(3) charitable non-profit organization. I am here
to share our first Annual Report with highlights of our efforts promoting walking
and biking.

We are 35 volunteers actively engaged in activities that promote walking and
biking; volunteering is a necessary step to becoming a BPAC member.

We are particularly proud of our Youth Program. 2019 marked the culmination of
a four-year effort to establish strong Safe Routes to School programs in every
ACPS elementary and middle school. Starting with pilot efforts in just two schools
in 2016, we partnered with Alexandria Public Schools, school administrtors and
teachers, PTAs and Alexandria police establish strong SRTS program at 16 schools
16 schools in 2019-2020. The SRTS program includes movement-based pedestrian
safety classes for 2™ grade students and Bicycling in the Schools classes for 3
grade students. In 2019, BPAC contributed over 200 volunteer hours to these
programs, including assisting ACPS PE teachers who taught bicycle safety to more
than 1,800 students.

Within our Adult program, BPAC piloted a Bikeshare community partners
program that provided 45 low-income residents with Capital Bikeshare
memberships. We partnered with Four Mile Run Conservatory to apply for a grant
that enabled us to establish partnerships with organizations interested in offering
subsidized bike share memberships to their communities. We want to thank Casa
Chirilagua, Community Lodgings, the Alexandria’s Department of Community
and Human Services, and the Alexandria Housing Development Corporation
(AHDC) for partnering with us so we could provide training, helmets and
Bikeshare memberships to interested members of their communities.
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This group presumably would operate similarly to the advisory group AlexRenew
created and ran during the tunnel-route selection process. According to advisory group
members | have spoken with, the group did not provide meaningful input to AlexRenew; rather
they felt their primary purpose was to be cheerleaders for the tunnel.

In effect, AlexRenew, which is playing a role comparable to a property developer, such
as EYA, has proposed to create a citizen group it would control, to monitor tunnel construction
activities. That would comparable to asking the fox to guard the hen house. We know what
happens to the chickens in such a situation.

Council should not let that happen! Instead, Council should expand the Ad Hoc
Group’s responsibilities to include monitoring all impacts of the tunnel project on the
waterfront and its residents and businesses. The members of the Ad Hoc group know what
issues will arise and how they should be resolved.

In order to be effective and credible, any group monitoring the tunnel project must be
completely independent of Alex Renew. Please make that happen!

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A statement by Bert Ely to the Alexandria City Council

regarding the sewer-tunnel project
January 25, 2020

Mr. Mayor and members of Council, I am Bert Ely and I live at 200 South Pitt.
Although I am a member of the City’s Ad Hoc Monitoring Group for Waterfront Construction,
I am speaking to you only for myself and not on behalf of any other member of the Monitoring
Group or any organization.

As you know, the Ad Hoc group has provided valuable public input into the various
development projects along the waterfront, notably the construction of the Hotel Indigo and
Robinson Landing.

The Group’s members, through their monthly meetings and frequent email exchanges
and conversations, have heard the concerns and complaints of nearby residents and businesses
about these projects and have tried to help resolve the inevitable frictions that arise when large-
scale construction activities take place within a densely populated community.

The group has not always been successful, especially with regard solving the ongoing
problem of construction-worker parking violations, but I believe the city and its residents have
benefited from the Monitoring Group’s activities. I hope you agree.

Although redevelopment of Robinson Terminal North has been stalled, we have
monitored conditions there, too, especially the concerns of nearby residents about the
deterioration of the buildings there and development plans for the property, which currently
are stalled.

Although not anticipated when the Monitoring Group was formed, another major
waterfront project is in the offing — the sewer-tunnel. While the tunnel will run under the river
bed, it will have major landside effects that could create even more problems along the
waterfront, notably the construction of two sewer diversion facilities, at the bottom of
Pendleton Street and at the south end of South Royal.

The construction impacts on nearby residents and businesses will be the same — heavy
truck traffic, construction worker parking violations, dirt, noise, rodents, and other issues
related to all major construction projects. Additionally, while we hope the actual tunneling
will not create any problems above ground, that is not an absolute certainty.

Perhaps anticipating that problems will arise, AlexRenew has proposed creating a new
stakeholder advisory group that “will be formed during the construction phase of the [tunnel
project]” — please see the attached page.

The slide shows that Seminary is not "a corridor with a high number of KSI", but rather Seminary by the hospital and west
of 395 is a *section* with high KSI. The character of that section of Seminary and the rest (from the hospital East) are
completely different and the data is significantly different as well (with the only KSI incident at the intersection with
Quaker).

What I've heard from people is that this mis-characterization which could give the city reason to change the layout of
Seminary is a main cause of angst. Would it be possible to have T&ES take a more nuanced look at Seminary Road and
perhaps make a summary statement that more accurately reflects the reality?

Thank you for your follow up question. Our Vision Zero Action Plan identified Seminary Road as part of a high-KS| crash
network. And while there have been a number of crashes along the corridor, it is correct that few on the eastern part of
the corridor have resulted in serious injury. It is important to note, however, that existing KSI data was not the sole criteria
for determining focus corridors. We conducted a robust public outreach campaign to gather feedback on where safety
problems may exist within the City that may not reveal themselves in the data. And we received a number of public
comments about perceptions of safety along Seminary Road - about the speeds, the lack of safe crossings for the half-
mile between Quaker Lane and St. Stephen's Road, and a mismatch between the street design and the residential
neighborhood character.

Safety isn't solely a problem where many crashes occur. Safety is also a problem where people choose to drive across
the street because of a lack of safe crossing opportunities or a missing sidewalk, and our Vision Zero Action Plan would
have been significantly compromised if we relied solely on data, and did not also listen to people telling us of perceived
safety issues and potentially foreseeable problems.

The data showed the most damaging crashes were geographically
distributed throughout the whole of Alexandria. However, Old Town,
the West End, and Fairlington have a high density of KSI crashes
compared to other areas. At the street level, traffic corridors that have
higher numbers of KSI crashes include Duke Street, George Washington
Parkway, West Glebe Road, and Jefferson Davis Highway. Higher speed
crashes occur throughout the City, though the West End has a higher
rate of speed-involved crashes that resulted in a death or serious injury.
This geographic distribution has resulted in the High KSI crash network
seen below.

CRASH LOCATIONS

One key component of traffic safety is the perception of safety in the street. This has an effect on the
public’s confidence to use alternate modes of transportation like walking, biking, or transit to reach
their destinations. The following maps show the reported issues of people walking (pedestrians), people
biking (bicyclists), and people driving (vehicle only) compared to actual crashes over the last 5 years.
The areas in which there are more comments than actual crashes will require further examination to
determine the nature and cause of these commments as well as potential actions that would improve
safety.

Project Process

began with an information gathering and data analysis phase, during which the City has held
several input opportunities for interested members of the public.

The Hold My Guns Story

The suicide of a family friend was the catalyst for
founding Hold My Guns (HMG). She was 18.

After her death, heartbroken friends and family asked
me, a youth rifle league volunteer instructor and cer-
tified Range Safety Officer (RSO), what can be done to
help support gun owners and their family members dur-
ing acute bouts of depression. Over half of the suicides
in the United States utilize a firearm. Taking a break
from firearms during a mental health crisis seems wise,
yet it's not as simple as it sounds.

It was important to me that the solution was not only a
practical option, but also one that protected the indi-
vidual’s Second Amendment rights. In that vein, the
solution needed to be voluntary, and one that empow-
ered people to seek the help they needed before private
situations escalated into public ones.

Envisioning a storage and educational program that can
be offered with uniformity in gun shops across the U.S.,
| reached to my friend, Genevieve Jones. Genevieve is
a fellow RSO and instructor, helps to run The Gun Cal-
lective, and is an advocate for mental health awareness.
Together, Genevieve and | began to present the idea for
HMG to members of the gun community, locally and
online, and were amazed at the support we received.
Even more amazing, when we discussed the concept
with people in the mental health community, we found
the same encouragement and support.

With all this support behind us, we started a fundrais-
ing effort to create the legal organization and raised
over $5,000 in donations. We used this seed funding
to form a non-profit, and cover the legal review for our
policies and procedures. With our legal team, led by
Joshua Prince, we worked diligently to develop a pro-
cess that will allow people from all over the country to
manage their personal crises while also preserve their
freedoms.

This project has grown quickly through the sup-
port and encouragement we’ve received from so
many friends in the firearms industry. Thank you
for being part of our team!

How Does it Work?

Individuals looking to store their firearms and ammuni-
tion may find HMG Storage Partner locations through
the Hold My Guns referral service website, as well as
through local community resources.

The storage transaction is conducted with the same
professionalism as any other transaction. It is never as-
sumed that the gun owner is struggling with a men-
tal health crisis. It may be that they are choosing to
store their firearm to prevent access by another mem-
ber of their household or theft while away on vacation
or deployment. Regardless of the reason, off-site stor-
age provides a voluntary, non-legislative answer to help
prevent suicide, accidental shootings, and theft.

The owner of the firearm fills out a waiver of liability as
well as a storage agreement. This agreement, following
consignment regulations, includes a description of the
firearm. As with all gun shop transactions, the con-
fidentiality of the information is ensured by the FFL.
While the firearm is possessed by the FFL, ownership
is not transferred. When the owner comes to retrieve
their firearm, the FFL verifies their identity with
their state-issued ID. Once the requisite paperwork is
complete and the background check is performed to
confirm that they are lawfully allowed to repossess the
firearm, the firearm is returned to its owner.
