NARRATIVE

THE APPLICANT HAS EVALUATED THE POTENTIAL CONNECTION TO SEPARATED STORM SEWER IN
THE GENERAL VICINITY OF THE PROJECT AND HAS COME TO THE CONCLUSION THAT A
CONNECTION TO SEPARATED SEWER IS NOT FEASIBLE FROM A DESIGN STANDPOINT NOR A
PROJECT VIABILITY STANDPOINT. THIS EXHIBIT AND THE FOLLOWING SUMMARIES SERVE TO EXPLAIN
HOW WE ARRIVED AT THIS CONCLUSION.

THE TWO CLOSEST POSSIBLE CONNECTION POINTS ARE LOCATED IN WYTHE STREET,
APPROXIMATELY 800 FEET WEST OF THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT, AND IN PENDLETON STREET,
APPROXIMATELY 600 FEET WEST OF THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT.

WYTHE STREET SEPARATED SEWER CONNECTION

IF THE 800 FEET OF STORM SEWER PIPE REQUIRED TO MAKE THIS CONNECTION WERE INSTALLED
AT 0.5% SLOPE, THIS CONNECTION WOULD BE THEORETICALLY FEASIBLE. HOWEVER, WHEN
FACTORING IN POTENTIALLY LIMITING COMPLICATIONS COMBINED WITH THE VERY MARGINAL
POTENTIAL BENEFITS, WE BELIEVE THIS OPTION IS LIKELY NOT FEASIBLE NOR IS IT ADVISABLE.
FIRST, THIS SOLUTION WOULD REQUIRE THAT THE STORMWATER MANAGEMENT STRUCTURE IN THE
GARAGE BE PUMPED. ANY DRAINAGE SYSTEM THAT CANNOT OPERATE VIA GRAVITY FLOW IS
POTENTIALLY PROBLEMATIC. A PUMP SYSTEM CAN FAIL OR LOOSE POWER LEADING TO FLOODING
WITHIN THE BUILDING. THERE WOULD BE NO PROVISIONS FOR A GRAVITY RELIEF VALVE DURING
LARGE STORM EVENTS. PUMPS ALSO PUT ADDITIONAL FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS ON THE
APPLICANT WHICH INCLUDES NOT ONLY INCREASED CONSTRUCTION COSTS BUT ALSO LONG TERM
MAINTENANCE AND INEVITABLE REPLACEMENT COSTS. SECOND, THE THEORETICAL PROFILE SHOWN
ON THIS EXHIBIT DOES NOT ACCOUNT FOR UTILITY CROSSINGS AND OTHER CONFLICTS WHICH MAY
BE IDENTIFIED AS LATE AS AT TIME OF CONSTRUCTION. DURING DESIGN OR CONSTRUCTION OF
THIS EXTENSION, EXISTING CONDITIONS WILL LIKELY NECESSITATE ADJUSTMENTS TO THE DESIGN,
WHICH LIKELY CANNOT BE ACCOMMODATED DUE TO INVERT CONSTRAINTS AND MINIMAL SLOPES
PROVIDED. THIRD, FOR THIS PROPOSED EXTENSION TO WORK, THE PIPE SIZE NEEDS TO BE 18"
AND THE DEPTH AT OUR SITE IS APPROXIMATELY 2.9’. THE LIMITED SIZE AND INVERT OF THE
PROPOSED PIPE EXTENSION MEANS THAT ANY FUTURE CONNECTION BY OTHERS LIKELY CANNOT
BE ACCOMMODATED. FINALLY, WYTHE STREET IS ON THE OPPOSITE SIDE OF THE PROPOSED

AS WITH THE OPTION DESCRIBED ABOVE, IF THE 600 FEET OF STORM SEWER PIPE REQUIRED TO
MAKE THIS CONNECTION WERE INSTALLED AT 0.5% SLOPE, THIS CONNECTION WOULD BE
THEORETICALLY FEASIBLE, HOWEVER THE COVER OVER THE PROPOSED PIPE WOULD NOT MEET THE

REPLACEMENT COSTS. SECOND, THE THEORETICAL PROFILE SHOWN ON THIS EXHIBIT DOES NOT
ACCOUNT FOR UTILITY CROSSINGS AND OTHER CONFLICTS WHICH MAY BE IDENTIFIED AS LATE AS
AT TIME OF CONSTRUCTION. DURING DESIGN OR CONSTRUCTION OF THIS EXTENSION, EXISTING
CONDITIONS WILL LIKELY NECESSITATE ADJUSTMENTS TO THE DESIGN, WHICH LIKELY CANNOT BE
ACCOMMODATED DUE TO INVERT CONSTRAINTS AND MINIMAL SLOPES PROMDED. THIRD, FOR THIS

STORMWATER RETENTION NARRATIVE

THE POSSIBILITY OF RETAINING 50% OF THE ANNUAL STORMWATER RUNOFF WAS EXPLORED
AND DETERMINED TO BE INFEASIBLE. THIS IS DUE TO SITE CONSTRAINTS AS WELL AS DESIGN

Development is slated for the property located at 699 North Patrick Street in the City of
Alexandria, Virginia. Presently four public housing units stand on the lot. This Scope of Work
calls for a full Documentary Study of this property, an area that encompasses about one-third of
a block fronting on the east side of North Patrick St. between Wythe St. and Pendleton St. The
Documentary Study will present a full cultural and landscape history of the property, placing it in
a historical context.

During the Civil War, Battery H, a hospital complex, was located on the subject property.
The complex took up the entire block, but the bulk of the complex was located within the bounds
of the subject property (the western one-third of the block). A large two-story hospital
headquarters was situated on the north end of the property, along with two barracks, several
sinks (privies), and a sutler’s quarters on the south end near the corner of N. Patrick and
Pendleton. The property almost certainly contains significant archaeological remains that pertain
to the Union Army occupation of Alexandria during the Civil War. A Documentary Study is
recommended to flesh out the history of Battery H, to understand the activities on the lot that
predated and postdated the Civil War, and to assess the archaeological potential.

The goals of this scope of work are to complete the full Documentary Study and to
provide recommendations concerning the potential need for archaeological investigation on this
property prior to development. The strategy and budget for any required archaeological
excavations will be determined after completion of the documentary research. The Documentary
Study shall present the historical significance of the property and provide historical contexts for
the interpretation of the property. The study shall also consider the effects of previous
disturbances and grading on potential sites as well as the impact of the proposed construction
activities on the areas of potential. All aspects of this investigation will comply with the Cizy of
Alexandria Archaeological Standards, the Guidelines for Conducting Cultural Resource Survey
in Virginia, and the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards and Guidelines for Archaeology and
Historic Preservation. Project details are as follows:

Documentary Study Report and Recommendations

The ultimate goals of the research are to understand the history of the project area, to
develop a historical context for the interpretation of the site, and to identify, as precisely as
possible, the potential locations of archaeological resources that may be preserved. The
consultant shall develop a full cultural and landscape history and shall identify significant themes
through the research and articulate them in the report and summary. In addition, the consultant

shall work with the developer, architect, and landscape architect to potentially integrate themes
and elements of the historic character of the property into the design and open space for the
project.

The Documentary Study will consist of maps, plus primary and secondary source
information. The archival research shall include, but is not limited to, a search of deeds, plats,
title documents, probate and other court records; tax and census records; business directories;
published and unpublished manuscripts of first-hand accounts (such as letters, diaries, and
county histories); historical maps; newspaper articles; previous archaeological research;

photographs that can indicate locations of previous ground disturbance; and oral histories, if
appropriate. Repositories to be visited include, but are not limited to, Alexandria Archaeology,
the local history sections of public libraries in northern Virginia, county and/or city courthouses,
the Library of Congress, and the National Archives. An on-line search for relevant data is also
encouraged.

The archival research shall result in an account of the chain of title, a description of the
owners and occupants, and a discussion of the land-use history of the property through time. The
work will address issues relating to the early agricultural use of the lot and will present
information on those who may have worked the land (slaves, tenant farmers, etc.) as well as
landowners. The study will also document changes in land use history, with particular focus on
this particular block in Old Town. It will identify significant themes, develop historical contexts
for the interpretation of the site, and include research questions that could provide a framework
for conducting any necessary archacological work.

In addition to the narrative, the Documentary Study report shall include the production of
amap or series of overlay maps that will indicate the impact of the proposed construction
activities on all known cultural and natural features on the property. Mapping must be at a scale
that can accurately depict relevant features on the property. The map(s) will depict the locations
of features discovered as a result of the background documentary study (including, but not
limited to, historic structures, historic topography, and water systems), the locations of any
known previous disturbances to the site (including, but not limited to, changes in topography,
grading and filling, previous construction activities), and the locations and depths of the
proposed construction disturbances (including, but not limited to, structures, roads,
grading/filling, landscaping, utilities). From this information, a final overlay map shall be
created that indicates the areas with the potential to yield significant archaeological resources
that could provide insight into Alexandria’s past. If there is potential for the discovery of
significant resources, the report will present specific recommendations in a Scope of Work that
delineates the archaeological testing strategy needed to complete an Archaeological Evaluation.
The map shall indicate locations for backhoe scraping or trenching, hand excavation, and/or
monitoring. The recommendations will be based upon the specific criteria for evaluating
potential archaeological significance as established in the Alexandria Archaeological Protection
Code. After the recommendations are approved by the City Archaeologist, the consultant shall
prepare a budget for any required testing for the Archaeological Evaluation.

Public Interpretation

The City of Alexandria Archaeological Standards require that a public summary be
prepared as part of the Documentary Study. The public summary will be approximately 4 to 8
pages long with a few color illustrations. This should be prepared in a style and format that is
reproducible for public distribution and use on the City’s web site. Examples of these can be

seen on the Alexandria Archaeology Museum website. A draft of the summary should be
submitted to Alexandria Archaeology for review along with the draft of the Documentary Study
report. Upon approval, a master copy (hard copy as well as on CD) will be submitted to
Alexandria Archaeology. The summary and graphics should also be e-mailed to Alexandria
Archaeology for publication on the web site.

As mentioned above, the consultant shall also work with the developer and the City staff to
develop themes that could be used to integrate the historic character of the property into the
design for the project. If required by the City archacologist, the consultant shall prepare text and
graphics for interpretive signage on the property.

Tasks
The following is a summary of the tasks to be completed:

1. A resume of the historian who will be doing the documentary research shall be sent to
Alexandria Archaeology for approval prior to beginning the research. Once approved,
the historian should speak/correspond with Alexandria Archacology staff to go over the
requirements of the project.

2. Gather available information, including to-scale historical maps, site reports, and
secondary compilations and indexes, from City files.

3. Visit other repositories to complete research from primary and secondary sources.

4, Analyze the compiled data to evaluate the potential for the recovery of significant
archacological resources on the property.

5. Produce a preliminary draft of the Documentary Study report with recommendations,
including a Scope of Work for the Archacological Evaluation (if needed), and submit it
for review by Alexandria Archaeology staff. Upon approval by Alexandria Archacology,
prepare a budget for the Archaeological Evaluation.

6. Meet with the City Archaeologist and the developer/architect/landscape architect to
provide information that might be useful in integrating the historic character into the

design of the development. Provide text and graphics for interpretive signage, if
required.

7. Make required revisions to the draft and deliver 1 unbound and 3 bound copies of the
final Documentary Study report to Alexandria Archaeology, along with a CD of the final
report and a separate CD of the public summary with graphics, and text and graphics for

interpretive signage.
