Title
AN ORDINANCE to amend and reordain Section 2-100 (Definitions) of Article II (Definitions); Section 4-1400 (NR/Neighborhood retail zone (Arlandria)) of Article IV (Commercial, Office and Industrial Zones); Section 6-700 (KR/King Street Urban Retail Zone) of Article VI (Special and Overlay Zones); and Section 8-100 (Off Street Parking Required), Section 8-200 (General Parking Regulations), and 8-400 (King Street Parking District) all of Article VIII (Off Street Parking and Loading); all of the City of Alexandria Zoning Ordinance, in accordance with the text amendment heretofore approved by city council on April 18, 2015 as Text Amendment No. 2015--0002 to revise the multifamily building parking regulations and associated changes. 

Summary
The proposed ordinance accomplishes the final adoption of Text Amendment No. 2015-0002 to revise the multifamily building parking regulations and associated changes.
In addition to approving the Text Amendment, City Council also gave direction to staff that new residential multifamily developments in parking districts located in Residential Permit Parking Districts 1 through 5 (Old Town area) should be prohibited from obtaining Residential Permit Parking permits until such time that the old Town Area Parking Study (OTAPS) group makes its recommendation to the City Council regarding a comprehensive approach to the Residential Permit Parking concerns.  Staff will implement this direction by including the prohibition as a proposed condition on any applicable Development Special Use Permits.
