* Strongly encouraged to continue teleworking if possible

* Limit in-person work-related gatherings, including conferences, trade
shows, and trainings

When in-person meetings need to occur:

* Keep meetings as short as possible, limit the number of employees in
attendance, and use physical distancing practices.
