WHEREAS, Campagna Center has provided an arena for all volunteers to share their talents and skills in continuation 

of the important work of Elizabeth Anne Campagna, Betty Wright, and other community activists who, through their vision, created 

a safe haven in the Alexandria community where all families and children could flourish; and 

 

WHEREAS, this year marks the 76th anniversary of Campagna Center, the organization that helps children and families 

in Alexandria from cradle to career with educational supports so that they can reach their full potential and thrive; and  

 

WHEREAS, Campagna Center and the City of Alexandria are celebrating over 55 years of Alexandria Head Start, a 

comprehensive child development program that enhances school readiness for more than 618 children from families working 

toward self-sufficiency; and  

 

WHEREAS, Campagna Center and the City of Alexandria are celebrating 44 years of Campagna Kids, a before- and 

after-school program that serves more than 1100 children at 11 sites across the City; and 

 

WHEREAS, the dedicated staff of the Campagna Center influence the lives of more than 2,000 children and their families 

each day; and
